What is a closed sort?

A closed sort is a word sorting activity
where the teacher decides the categories
that the students must use for sorting. For
instance, children may be required to look
at and sort pictures of monsters into
specific categories such as those with
teeth, sad monsters, happy monsters, scary
monsters, slimy monsters, etc.

What is an open sort?

An open sort is a word sorting activity
where  the student or  student
teams/groups study the picture/word
cards and select their own categories for
organizing them.
